Climate
Climate is the weather a certain place has over a long period of time. Climate has a very

important influence on plants, animals and humans and is different in different parts of the world.
Some scientists think that the world is becoming hotter. If you compare Moscow winter and
summer temperatures at the beginning of our century and at its end you will see that climate has
really changed. Winters have become warmer.

Sometimes there is little snow in January, and there were winters when it rained on the New
Year’s Eve. Many people say that it is so because of the greenhouse effect. During the last 100
years people have produced a lot of carbon dioxide. This gas in the atmosphere works like glass in a
greenhouse. It lets heat get in, but it doesn’t let much heat get out. So the atmosphere becomes
warmer. Where does the carbon dioxide come from? People and animals breathe in oxygen, and
breathe out carbon dioxide. We produce carbon dioxide when we burn things. Trees take this gas
from the air, and produce oxygen. But in the last few years, people have cut down and burn big
areas of rainforest. This means there are fewer trees, and, of course, more carbon dioxide! As we see
the climate in different parts of the world changes a little from year to year.

These changes can be dangerous for our planet, which needs protection. Earth is  millions
of years old, much older than the humans. We know many of its secrets.

The weather is a subject we can always talk about. It often changes and brings cold and heat,
sunshine and rain, frost and snow. One day is often unlike the next. In summer the sun shines, often
there is no wind and there are no clouds in the sky which is blue and beautiful. We can see stars and
the moon at night and people like walks, outdoor games and sports in the fresh air.

When autumn comes, the days become shorter and colder. It gets dark earlier and often heavy
clouds cover the sky bringing rain with them.

We can say: "It looks like rain™, "It looks like snow" of "It's bad weather" when the weather is
bad.

Transport in Britain

You can reach England either by plane, by train, by car or by ship. The fastest way is by plane.
London has three international airports: Heathrow, the largest, connected to the city by underground,
Gatwick, south of London, with a frequent train service: Luton, the smallest, used for charter flights.

If you go to England by train or by car you have to cross the Channel. There is a frequent service
of steamers and ferryboats which connect the continent of the south-east of England.

People in Britain drive on the left and generally overtake on the right. The speed limit is 30 miles
per hour (50km/h) in towns and cities and 70 m.p.h (110km/h) on motorways.

When you are in London you can choose from four different means of transport: bus, train,
underground or taxi. The typical bus in London is a red double-decker. The first London bus started
running between Paddington and the City in 1829. It carried 40 passengers and cost a shilling for six
kms.

The next to arrive were the rain: now there are twelve railway stations in London. The world’s
first underground line was opened between Baker St. and the City in 1863. Now there are ten
underground lines and 273 underground stations in use. The London underground is also called the
Tube, because of the circular shape of its deep tunnels.

London Traffic
London is so large that visitors must learn to use buses and the underground to get about. London
taxis are too expensive for any but the rich. You can get a map of the underground and the bus routes
at any ticket office. The word “Underground” across a large circle shows you where the stations are.
The London underground is called the “tube”.

Bus stops are marked clearly. In the suburbs buses do not stop unless there are passengers who
wish to get on or off. These stops are marked “Request Steps”.

Inside some buses you will see the notice: ”Please, state you destination clearly and have the
exact fare ready”. It is easy enough to tell the conductor where you want to go to, but not always
possible to have the exact fare. The conductor will always give you the change.

The London buses are very large. They have seats both upstairs and downstairs. English children
like to sit on the front seats of a big London bus. They can see everything that is happening in the
streets.

Here are some of the things you may hear on a bus in London:

“Fares, please.”

“Four pence, please.”

“Full up inside; plenty of seats on top.”
“Standing room only.”

“No, sir, this bus does not go to Victoria Station.”
“You want a number 11.”

“No more seats on top; five seats inside.”

Motor-cars, buses and cyclists must all keep to the left
side of the road. In most other countries traffic keeps to the right. There is heavy traffic in London
and you must observe traffic rules.

Welding

Welding is a process when metal parts are joined together by the application of heat, pressure,
or a combination of both. The processes of welding can be divided into two main groups:

* pressure welding, when the weld is achieved by pressure and

* heat welding, when the weld is achieved by heat. Heat welding is the most common welding
process used today.

Nowadays welding is used instead of bolting and riveting in the construction of many types of
structures, including bridges, buildings, and ships. It is also a basic process in the manufacture of
machinery and in the motor and aircraft industries. It is necessary almost in all productions where
metals are used.

The welding process depends greatly on the properties of the metals, the purpose of their
application and the available equipment. Welding processes are classified according to the sources
of heat and pressure used.

The welding processes widely employed today include gas welding, arc welding, and
resistance welding. Other joining processes are laser welding, and electron-beam welding.

Gas Welding

Gas welding is a non-pressure process using heat from a gas flame. The flame is applied
directly to the metal edges to be joined and simultaneously to a filler metal in the form of wire or
rod, called the welding rod, which is melted to the joint. Gas welding has the advantage of using
equipment that is portable and does not require an electric power source. The surfaces to be welded
and the welding rod are coated with flux, a fusible material that shields the material from air, which
would result in a defective weld.

Arc Welding

Arc-welding is the most important welding process for joining steels. It requires a continuous
supply of either direct or alternating electrical current. This current is used to create an electric arc,
which generates enough heat to melt metal and create a weld.

Arc welding has several advantages over other welding methods. Arc welding is faster because
the concentration of heat is high. Also, fluxes are not necessary in certain methods of arc welding.



The most widely used arc-welding processes are shielded metal arc, gas-tungsten arc, gas-metal
arc, and submerged arc.
Shielded Metal Arc

In shielded metal-arc welding, a metallic electrode, which conducts electricity, is coated with
flux and connected to a source of electric current. The metal to be welded is connected to the other
end of the same source of current. An electric arc is formed by touching the tip of the electrode to the
metal and then drawing it away. The intense heat of the arc melts both parts to be welded and the
point of the metal electrode, which supplies filler metal for the weld. This process is used mainly for
welding steels.

ENGINE LATHE



1. The engine lathe in the most commonly used machine-tool. It is used for great variety
of metal operations, such as turning, drilling, screw cutting, and many others.

2. The principal units of the lathe are the bed, the headstock, the tailstock and the carriage
with the apron.
3. The bed is the base of any machine-tool and it is made of grey iron casting on which

the saddle and the tailstock slide along special guide ways. The headstock is also located and bolted
on the bed.
